Prewriting — which occurs before the writer produces the first rough draft — is a
planning and preparation stage. In prewriting, the writer selects a subject and begins to
discover what he wants to say about it and how to best present his thoughts to his
intended audience. This stage provides the foundation for discovery; it is the stage

in which ideas begin to take shape.
